Title: The Cure for a Burning Fire & a Deadly Poison.
Text: James 3:17-18
Speaking Wisely
Sofia – 4678 – “Wisdom” (Higher or lower, worldy or spiritual) (Strong’s).
“That is from above” – Heavenly wisdom – Speak the WORD OF GOD. 
Jam. 1:5 – If you’re lacking it, ask God. 
Pro. 2:6-7 – For the LORD gives wisdom; From His mouth come knowledge and understanding; (7) He stores up sound wisdom for the upright; He is a shield to those who walk uprightly;
Pro. 15:2a - The tongue of the wise uses knowledge rightly, But the mouth of fools pours forth foolishness.
Speaking Purely
First pure (prôton men hagnê). First in rank and time. Hagnos is from the same root as hagios (holy), old adjective, pure from fault, not half-good and half-bad, like that above. (RWP).
Hagnos – 53 - properly, clean, i.e. (figuratively) innocent, modest, perfect:--chaste, clean, pure (Strong’s).
Tit. 1:15 - To the pure all things are pure, but to those who are defiled and unbelieving nothing is pure; but even their mind and conscience are defiled. [Some people live as if nothing is pure to them because their minds are defiled]
1 John 3:3 - …everyone who has this hope in Him purifies himself, just as He is pure.
Speaking Peacably
Eirenikos – 1516 – Pacific (by implication, salutary) (Strong’s).
Here and in Heb. 12:11 only. 
…loving peace here, bringing peace in Heb 12:11 (only N.T. examples). But clearly great as peace is, purity (righteousness) comes before peace and peace at any price is not worth the having. (RWP)
Rom. 12:18 – If it is possible, as much as depends on you, live peaceably with all men. 
Heb. 12:14 - Pursue peace with all people, and holiness, without which no one will see the Lord
Speaking Gently
Epieikes – 1933 - appropriate, i.e. (by implication) mild:--gentle, moderation, patient.
Epi = Preposition meaning over, upon.  
Eikoh = to resemble—faintness as a copy (1503) | to be weak, i.e. to yield—give place (1502) (Strong’s)
To over-resemble, to be over-weak…  
To go beyond what’s necessary to be mild and kind. 
Pro. 15:1
2 Cor. 10:1-2 Now I, Paul, myself am pleading with you by the meekness and gentleness of Christ--who in presence am lowly among you, but being absent am bold toward you. (2) But I beg you that when I am present I may not be bold with that confidence by which I intend to be bold against some, who think of us as if we walked according to the flesh. 
[Paul was willing to try the gentle method first]
Speaking Reasonably (ESV – Open to Reason | KJV – Easy to be intreated)
Eupeithes – 2138 - good for persuasion (Strong’s).
Only here in NT. 
Lit: Good (eu) to convince (peitho) -> Approachable. 
Have you ever known someone in your life, whether a family member, or a person at work, that if you were given the responsibility to go and convince them to participate in some task, you dreaded that confrontation?  
Isa. 1:18
Speaking Mercifully (full of mercy)
“Full of” = Meston = Replete (lit. full). 
Mercy = eleos – 1656 - compassion (human or divine, especially active) (Strong’s). 
Practical help (Jas 2:13, 16) (RWP).
John 1:14 – And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth.
Speaking Productively (full of good fruit)
Agathos – 18 – good (in any sense) (Strong’s).
Karpos – 2590 – fruit (as plucked).
Mat. 7:17 – Good tree brings forth good fruit… vice versa (RWP)
Php. 1:11 – Good deeds are the fruit of righteousness (RWP)
Acts 9:36 – Tabitha - At Joppa there was a certain disciple named Tabitha, which is translated Dorcas. This woman was full of good works and charitable deeds which she did.
Speaking Impartially 
(ASV - w/o Variance | KJV – w/o Partiality| ESV – impartial)
Adiakritos – 87 – and a derivative of 1252; properly, undistinguished, i.e. (actively) impartial (Strong’s).
A = Not
Diakrino = To separate thoroughly, i.e. to withdraw from, or oppose, or (by implication) to discriminate, (reflexively) to hesitate…
"Unhesitating," not doubting (diakrinomenos) like the man in Jas 1:6. Here only in N.T. This wisdom does not put a premium on doubt. (RWP)
James. 1:6; 2:1-ff
Pro. 27:5-6
Speaking Sincerely
Anupokritos – 505 - undissembled, i.e. sincere (Strong’s). 
A = Not
Hupokrinomai = to decide (speak or act) under a false part.
Hupo = Upon.
Krino = to distinguish, i.e. decide (mentally or judicially); by implication, to try, condemn, punish. 
Not hypocritical, sincere, unfeigned (Rom. 12:9) (RWP). 
Luke 12:1b-3
CONCLUSION: Do This, and Expect a Harvest of Righteousness!
